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- Coming from Mons, Charleroi, Namur, Liége: take the E42 towards Tournai. Take exit 29 (Bury, Péruwelz, Bon-secours). At the motorway exit, turn right onto
the N60 until the traffic lights. At the traffic lights, turn left and stay on the N50 until the Brasserie Dubuisson.

- Coming from Brussels and Flanders: take the E429 towards Tournai. Take exit 31 (Ronse, Frasnes, Leuze). At the roundabout, take the N60 towards Leuze.
Continue on the N60 until the junction with the N7. Then take the N7 towards Tournai until the intersection with the N50. Then take the N50 towards Mons until
you reach the Brasserie Dubuisson.

- Take the train to the station of Leuze-en-Hainaut, at the station take the Bus 95 direction Havinnes ancienne gare, get off at the stop Baugnies les Lilas, walk
along the Chaussée de Mons to the Brasserie Dubuisson (1km).
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
